2. Parish Youth Ministry including attendance and active participation in Life 
Teen events and classes, attendance at conferences, gatherings, and retreats, 
service projects, and fundraisers and other youth ministry sponsored events. 

3. Community & School Activities including Cuppa Joe, FCA, Right to Life and 
volunteer work and other activities that enhance your Catholic Faith. 

4. Higher education plans after high school. 
 
For consideration, complete the attached question sheet, obtain a letter of reference from 
a lay minister or parish member (no family), and submitt to the High School Youth 
Minister or the Parish Office by March 1 in a sealed envelope.
