Week of Prayer for Christian Unity.  This Week of Prayer 

for Christian Unity began at Greymoore in Garrison, New 

York in 1908.  Fr. Paul Watson and Sr. Lurana White 

began an Episcopal Franciscan Religious Community in 

1899 and in 1909 their Communities, The Franciscan Friars 

of the Atonement and The Franciscan Sisters of the 

Atonement, were received into the Roman Catholic Church.  

The Franciscan Friars and Sisters of Greymoore seek to 

help bring about understanding and unity among all 

Christians.  Their ministry is based on the Prayer of Jesus 

that ñall may be oneò (John 17:21).  The Week of Christian 

Unity concludes on Monday, January 25, The Feast of the 

Conversion of St. Paul.  Let us pray that all Christians work 

together to bring forth of the Gospel of Jesus Christ!
