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From the Pastor’s Desk… 
 

During these difficult economic times, we’ve all had to readjust our personal 

budgets and change our spending habits and the parish is no exception.  This 

past week, the parish finance committee met and reviewed the parish’s 2009 

budget.  In light of the fact that our weekly collections are down, we budgeted 

$7,900.00 a week and our weekly collection average has been $7,361.60, the 

Finance Council thought it was best to take action early.  The finance 

committee, going through the budget line by line, froze budget line items that 

would not hinder any of the parish’s present ministries and that could be put 

on hold – i.e. conferences with travel expenses, new computers (the parish 

purchases one or two new computers every year), computer software, 

unnecessary improvements for buildings and grounds. 
 

There are ways that we can all help the parish.  A consistent weekly 

contribution to the parish helps the finance council tremendously to plan the 

parish’s future budgets and for the staff to plan their yearly ministry budgets.  

If you’re interested in arranging with your bank for automatic withdrawals to 

the parish, or arranging for electronic giving, you can contact Shannon at the 

parish office.  Another way to help the parish is to pay the $20.00 yearly 

subscription fee to the Catholic Moment.  The parish must pay the subscription 

fee for every registered household in the parish.  If you can, you can pay for a 

yearly subscription to the Catholic Moment for a household that cannot afford 

to subscribe or who will not pay.  This year, we had to pay $9000.00 for the 

subscriptions to the Catholic Moment and we’ve only received payments 

totaling $1,279.48.  Another way to help out the parish is to make a 

contribution when eating doughnuts!  Last year, we went over budget almost 

$400.00 for doughnuts.  It may not seem like much money, but it begins to add 

up!  Giving of your time and talent to the parish really makes a huge 

difference, so if you’re not involved in any activity in the parish, please 

consider how you can become involved.  Join the choir, become an 

Extraordinary Minister of Holy Communion, volunteer to help with the 

Lifeteen (high school) program or the Edge (middle school) program or the 

grade school religious education program.  Join the Knights of Columbus or 

the Women’s Club or come to the monthly Leadership Nights (the next 

Leadership Night is Tuesday, May 12) and discover opportunities to get 

involved. 
 

Thanks to Marilyn Klink who cooked delicious soup (all the priests went up for 

seconds!) and Betty Bruder who baked scrumptious looking cakes (I didn’t get 

to taste the cakes as I gave sweets up for Lent!—the other priests told me the 

cakes were delicious) and who both served and cleaned up for the Carmel 

Priest’s Deanery luncheon/meeting that our parish hosted last week.  All the 

priests agreed that the best meals in the Deanery are served at St. Joseph! 
 

Every Friday this Lent, the Knights of Columbus have served a record amount 

of fish dinners!  Thanks to the Knights for all their hard work and for serving 

delicious fish dinners! 
 

Don’t forget our Parish Lenten Mission with Fr Jim Farell that will be on 

Monday, March 23, and Tuesday, March 24, from 7:00 pm until 8:30 pm in the 

Church.  Fr. Jim is a tremendous speaker, so please plan on attending! 
 

This Friday, the Knights of Columbus Fish Fry begins at 4:30 pm and 

continues until 8:00pm.  Stations of the Cross will be at 7:00 pm.  Next 

weekend there will not be Religious Education because of Spring Break, but we 

will have coffee and doughnuts (remember to make a contribution for your 

doughnut!).
