Fifth Sunday of Lent
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From the Pastor’s Desk...

On this Fifth Sunday of Lent, we draw closer to our celebration of the

Triduum (which means three days) — Holy Thursday, Good Friday, and

the Easter Vigil The cel ebration
Supper on Holy Thursday, the Lord’ s
concluding with the Easter Vigil is one liturgy spread over three days.

Next Sunday, we celebrate Passion Sunday or Palm Sunday and remember
Christ’'s triumphant entrance into J
proclamation of the Passion and death of Jesus Christ. Thus, we enter into

Holy Week.

The statues are covered (or veiled) this Sunday until the Easter Vigil. This
tradition comes from when this period of Lent, beginning with the Fifth
Sunday of Lent until Wednesday of Holy Week, was called Passiontide.
The veiling of all statues reminds us that our focus must be on the passion
and death of Jesus Christ. The bells used at Mass during the consecration
will not ring from the singing of the Gloria on Holy Thursday until the
Gloria is sung during the Easter Vigil. We use our senses to help us enter
into prayer and our liturgical celebrations.

Also thanks to the Knights
of Columbus who prepared the spaghetti dinner on the Feast of St. Joseph
and to those who made all the delicious desserts! The Knights are getting
