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From the Pastorôs Deské 
 

Our Lenten journey brings us to Palm Sunday of the Lord’s Passion and the beginning of Holy Week.  Monday, April 6, is the first 

Monday of the month and so Masses will be celebrated at 8:00 am (intentions of the birthday club) and 6:00 pm.  On Tuesday, April 7, at 

7:00 pm, Bishop Higi, the priests of the Diocese of Lafayette-in-Indiana, together with the people of the diocese, will gather at the 

Cathedral of St. Mary of the Immaculate Conception, 1207 Columbia Street, Lafayette, for the annual celebration of the Chrism Mass.  At 

this Mass, the Bishop blesses all the oils that will be used in the celebrations of the sacraments in the parishes and institutions throughout 

the diocese during the next 12 months.  At the end of the Mass, representatives from every parish in the diocese receive the Oil of 

Catechumens, the Oil of the Sick, and the Sacred Chrism and then will present the Blessed Oils to their parish community on Holy 

Thursday at the Mass of the Lord’s Supper.  Everyone is invited to attend the Chrism Mass. 
 

On Wednesday, we will have a Seder Meal at 6:30 pm in the parish hall.  The Seder (which translates order) meal is celebrated during 

Passover and celebrates the exodus of the Israelites from Egypt. During the Jewish Seder Banquet the “Heggadah” or “telling” is read that 

reenacts the Israelites journey with various foods symbolizing the different hardships, experiences, and blessings on the Israelites’ journey 

from slavery into freedom.  Please RSVP to the Parish Office by 12 noon on Monday, April 6, if you would like to attend the Seder 

Banquet.  
 

The Triduum (meaning three days) begins on Holy Thursday, continues with Good Friday, and concludes with the Easter Masses.  On these 

days, the holiest days in the church year, no other Masses (i.e. funeral Masses or wedding Masses) may be celebrated.  On Holy Thursday, 

the Liturgy of the Lord’s Supper begins at 7:00 pm with the Tabernacle empty and the Holy Water removed from the fonts.  At this Mass, 

there will be the washing of the feet, and anyone wishing to have their feet washed and then in turn wash the feet of another, may do so. 

After the reception of Holy Communion, the Eucharist is carried in procession to the Altar of Repose (which will be located on the right 

side of the front of the church), and the faithful are invited to spend time in prayer before our Eucharistic Lord.  The faithful depart in 

reverent silence.  Night Prayer will be prayed at 10:30 pm.  In silence, the Eucharist is removed from the Altar of Repose at 11:00 pm. 
 

The Triduum continues on Good Friday with the Liturgy of the Lord’s Passion.  This Liturgy is not a Mass.  The Tabernacle is empty as 

are the holy water fonts.  We hear the proclamation of the Lord’s Passion, venerate the cross, and then receive Holy Communion that was 

consecrated the day before on Holy Thursday.  The faithful depart in reverent silence. 
 

The Easter Vigil begins in darkness at 9:00 pm and we gather in the Parish Hall.  We will then gather outside for the lighting of the Easter 

Fire, the lighting of the Easter Candle, and hear the Easter Proclamation (The Exsultet)!  We then listen to seven readings proclaimed from 

the Old Testament.  Then the Gloria is sung, the bells ring, the candles are lit, and we rejoice in the Resurrection of Jesus Christ!  The 

Epistle is proclaimed, the Alleluia (which has not been sung since the Tuesday before Ash Wednesday) is sung and the Gospel from Mark is 

proclaimed and we hear the good news ñ. . . He has been raised. . .ò  After the homily, those who are going to be baptized are called forth 

with their sponsors and we follow the Easter Candle (the Light of Christ) to the Church while we sing the Litany of the Saints.  The Easter 

Water is blessed; we baptize the elect and clothe them in their baptismal garments.  Then we renew our baptismal promises (this is what 

we have been preparing for all Lent in our prayer, fasting, and almsgiving!) and come forward to bless ourselves with the Easter Water to 

remind ourselves of our baptism.  Those who wish to be received into the Catholic Faith are called forward with their sponsors and they 

make their profession of faith.  We Celebrate the Sacrament of Confirmation with the newly baptized and with those who have just been 

received into the Church.  The Easter Vigil Mass Continues as usual and then we celebrate with the neophytes the gift of receiving the 

Body and Blood of Jesus Christ! 
 

Easter Sunday Masses will be celebrated at 7:00 am; 9:30 am; and 12 noon.  There will be no Sunday Evening 5:30 pm Mass.  The Parish 

Office will be closed on Monday, April 13, as we continue to celebrate the Resurrection of Jesus Christ. 
 

May we all have a blessed and grace-filled Holy Week!

On April 19 and 26 Fr. Tim will give a presentations on the life 

and spirituality of Charles de Foucauld. Charles de Foucauld was 

born into an aristocratic family in France in 1858. He abandoned 

his Catholic faith and as a young army officer serving in Algeria, 

was so impressed with how devoutly the Muslims practiced their 

faith, that he asked the question “Does God exist?” Charles 

returned to France and began his search for the truth, and his 

Catholic Faith was rekindled in his heart. Charles lived in a 

Trappist monastery for seven years, and then wanting to live like 

Jesus, went to live in the Holy Land and lived four years as a 

hermit at the door of the Poor Clare convent in Nazareth. He was 

ordained a priest in 1901 and went to live among the Muslim 

desert nomads (not to convert them, but to love them, living the 

Gospel message of loving God and loving neighbor) in the Sahara 

and was murdered on December 1, 1916. Brother Charles of 

Jesus wrote: “Imitation is inseparable from love: it’s the secret of 

my life. I’ve lost my heart for this Jesus of Nazareth, crucified one 

thousand nine hundred years ago, and I spend my life trying to 

imitate Him, as best as my weakness allows.” These will be the 

last two sessions for Adult Formation for this year. The sessions 

will take place in the Parish Hall at 9:30 am.
