Excerpts from the Lectionary for Mass ©2001, 1998, 1970 CCD 
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Today, we celebrate the Second Sunday of 

Easter which is also Divine Mercy Sunday.  

On April 30, 2000 (the Second Sunday of 

Easter that year), Pope John Paul II 

canonized St. Faustina, a Polish Sister, 

who was a visionary and mystic, and then 

declared that the Sunday following Easter 

Sunday would be Divine Mercy Sunday.  

St. Faustina had a revelation from Christ 

that her purpose was to spread the 

devotion of the mercy of God.  St. Faustina 

died on October 5, 1938.  To celebrate this 

Feast of Godôs Mercy, there will be 

Exposition of the Blessed Sacrament 

following the 11:00 am Mass until 3:00 pm, 

when the Divine Mercy Chaplet will be 

prayed, and then there will be Benediction.

 Adult stem cells are showing promise in growing bones to 

replace those damaged from birth defects, arthritis, or injury. 

Cheekbones and a jaw bone have been grown from stem cells in 

the patientõs own bone marrow and subsequently implanted. òThe 

availability of personalized bone grafts engineered from the 

patientõs own stem cells would revolutionize the way we currently 

treat these defects,ó commented a researcher at Columbia 

University which, along with Cincinnati Childrenõs Hospital, has 

achieved success in this area.
