Excerpts from the Lectionary for Mass ©2001, 1998, 1970 CCD 
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I give you a new commandment: love one another. 

As I have loved you, so you also should love one 

another. 

This is how all will know that you are my disciples, 

if you have love for one another. 
 

Jesus gives a new commandment to those who 

follow him.  Over two thousand years after 

receiving this ñnewò commandment, we still 

struggle trying to put into action what we profess.  

Jesus teaches us that we will be judged by how we 

put our love into action by feeding the hungry, 

clothing the naked, giving drink to the thirsty, 

visiting the sick and the imprisoned.  At times, it 

seems impossible and/or overwhelming to try to live 

out this commandment of love in a world so broken 

by war, violence, terrorism, poverty, and famine.  

For most of us, we donôt even have to move too far 

out from the circle of our own families to find the 

lack of love and forgiveness.  Each Sunday, 

gathering to celebrate the Eucharist, we receive the 

Word of God and we receive the Body and Blood of 

Jesus Christ so that we can renew ourselves to live 

out that love.  Recalling that Jesus Christ is the love 

of God among us and through that love we are 

brought into being, we are freed from sin, we are 

called to build up the Kingdom through our words 

and actions and one day that love will bring us into 

eternal life, we should be compelled to live out that 

love of Jesus Christ.  That is one reason why we 

must ñgo toò Mass each week, so we donôt lose sight 

of who we are and what we are to be about ï 

followers of Jesus Christ who are given a new 

commandment to love one another.  This 

commandment to love one another becomes ñnewò 

each week when we renew our commitment to 

follow Jesus Christ.  We need each other, the 

Church, to help us on our journey.  
 

One of my favorite quotes from Mother Teresa is: 
 

Let us be very sincere is our dealings with each other 

and have the courage to accept each other as we are.  

Do not be surprised or become preoccupied at each 

otherôs failures ï rather, see and find in each other 

the good, for each of us is created in the image of 

God. 
 

Let us live out the new commandment from the 

Risen Christ and love one another!
