Excerpts from the Lectionary for Mass ©2001, 1998, 1970 CCD 
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During the next several months, in the Eucharistic 

Prayer, when the priest prays for our Holy Father and 

Bishop, you will hear some new titles.  The priest praysé 

We pray for Benedict, our Pope; William, our Apostolic 

Administrator; and Timothy, our Bishop-elect. Bishop Higi 

is still a bishop, but now, since the Holy Father accepted 

his resignation on Wednesday, May 12, he became the 

retired bishop of the Diocese of Lafayette-in-Indiana.  

When a Bishop reaches the age of 75, every bishop must 

submit their resignation to the Holy Father.  Bishop Higi 

turned 75 years of age a year ago last August and the 

Holy Father accepted his resignation on May 12.  Upon 

the Popeôs acceptance of Bishop Higiôs resignation, the 

Diocese of Lafayette-in-Indiana became a vacant see (no 

bishop).  When a diocese becomes vacant, there is always 

an administrator named until a new bishop is installed.  

The administrator oversees the day to day working of the 

diocese.  Since Bishop Higi was named to that position by 

the Holy Father, Bishop Higi is called an Apostolic 

Administrator, since he is a Bishop.  Canon Law (Church 

Law) specifies what an Apostolic Administrator can do 

and what he canôt do.  Bishop Higi will be our Apostolic 

Administrator until July 15.  On that date, our Bishop-

elect, Msgr. Timothy L. Doherty, will be ordained a 

Bishop and then installed as the Bishop of Lafayette-in-

Indiana.  Bishop-elect Doherty will be ordained a bishop 

by Archbishop Daniel Buechlein, OSB, who is the 

Archbishop of Indianapolis and as archbishop he is head 

of the Indiana Conference of Bishops.  Indianapolis is an 

archdiocese because it is the largest and most important 

city in the state and therefore has an archbishop as its 

shepherd.  Bishop Higi will ordain the new 4 priests for 

our diocese on Saturday, June 12, 2010.  Let us continue 

to pray for our diocese as we prepare to welcome our 

new shepherd, Bishop-elect, Msgr. Timothy L. Doherty.
