Excerpts from the Lectionary for Mass ©2001, 1998, 1970 CCD 
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The passage from Markôs Gospel, that we hear 

this Sunday, tells us how Jesus is training the 

disciples to go out and to proclaim the same 

message that he has been proclaiming ï The 

Kingdom of God is at hand! Jesus instructs the 

disciples on how not to get wrapped up in the 

externals of their mission trip.  Rather, they are to 

concentrate on the message they are to proclaim.  

Jesus does tell them, however, that they are to 

take a walking staff and sandals, a reminder that 

it will be a long, hard journey.  Also, they are not 

to get caught up with anyone who does not accept 

their message, but rather, when that happens, 

they are to ñshake the dust from your feetò and 

move on. Weôve all had that experience when an 

individual or group has not been accepting of our 

beliefs and the temptation then is to proclaim to 

everyone who will listen on how that person or 

group treated us and hurt us.  Then, weôre not 

proclaiming the gospel, but proclaiming our 

hurts, our anger, and our frustrations.  Thatôs not 

the message that Jesus told us, or the disciples, to 

proclaim!   

 

Iôm sure that the disciples didnôt feel ready to go 

out on their mission trip. Iôm sure that they didnôt 

feel holy enough, good enough, smart enough, or 

experienced enough! Iôm sure they had many 

questions concerning the ñwhy?ò, ñwhen?ò, 

ñwhere?ò, ñhow?ò, and ñwhat if?ò of their trip.  

But Jesus trusted in them and they were 

successful! 

 

Thatôs also our experience, isnôt it?  We usually 

concentrate on what we lack and donôt put the 

trust on what weôve been given!  Thatôs 

something that we can pray about this week.  We 

can ask ourselves, ñWhat have I been given that I 

can share this week, this month, this year?ò  

Remember, donôt get caught up on externals, but 

keep focused on the Gospel message.  Like the 

disciples, we might be surprised on what happens!
