Weôll begin the new Thursday Mass schedule on 

Thursday, August 6, The Feast of the Transfiguration of the 

Lord.  The Sacrament of Reconciliation will follow the 

10:00 am Mass on Thursdays.  The Sacrament of 

Reconciliation is celebrated also on Wednesdays following 

the 12 noon Mass and following the First Saturday of the 

Month 9:00 am Mass.  The Sacrament of Reconciliation can 

always be celebrated by appointment.
