 “In 1857, the U.S. Supreme Court looked at the slave, Dred 

Scott, and came up with the wrong decision, declaring the slave 

as “property” and not a “citizen”...The slave’s life was still 

protected.  In 1973, the U. S. Supreme Court got it wrong again 

and handed down decisions on abortion which declared “open 

season” on unborn children throughout the full months of 

pregnancy...Most people have not noticed that the population 

descended from U.S. African slaves, comprising around 12% of 

the population, make up about 35% of the abortion population.  

(Since 1973, more than 14 million unborn black children have 

died from abortion.)
