The 

Kokomo Monastery has 9 nuns.  St. Clare 

wanted her monasteries to be small in 

number so that a ñfamilyò spirit could be 

kept in each monastery.   To thank the 

Poor Clare Nuns for their 50 faithful years 

of prayer and sacrifice for us, next 

weekend (August 8th and 9th) at all the 

Masses there will be an opportunity to 

make a donation to the Nuns to assist them 

in their upkeep of their monastery and 

grounds.
